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Arrival Instructions
ISVS-13 Seminar, Colombo, Sri Lanka.

We believe that you are now planning to take your trip to arrive at your hotel
accommodation near Moratuwa to take part in the ISVS-13 Seminar from 27t -30th
November 2024. Please follow the instructions below to reach your destination.

Once you have completed the immigration formalities and have collected the bags, pass
through the Customs and you will arrive at the arrival hall.

1. In front of you, there are a number of Sri Lankan Banks. We suggest that you get
some cash from any of the Banks here.

2. Behind them, there are a number of kiosks of phone companies selling mobile
phone chips to access the Sri Lankan phone and wifi networks. You can choose
any of the plans, from either of the companies: Dialog or Mobitel and get a Sri
Lankan phone number and wifi access, if you wish to have this facility.

3. On your right hand side, there are a number of taxi agencies through whom you
can get a taxi to your hotel accommodation. The cost from the airport to Berjaya
would be around 7500.00 Sri Lankan Rupees. This is one option.

4. The option 2 is to walk towards the left-end of this arrival hall, where there is an
exit. This exit is marked with ‘UBER’ and ‘PICK ME’ on top. Exit from here and
take the left turn. You will arrive at the Desk of ‘UBER’ and ‘Pick Me’. These are
the alternative taxi stands. You can take a car from here to Berjaya hotel or any
other place. The Trip should cost you about 5000.00 Sri Lankan Rupees.

5. If you want a pick up arranged, please let us know: we will inform a Taxi company
to pick you up. which will cost you 6000.00 Rs for a luxury car. We are sorry that
neither the University of Moratuwa nor ASK can pick anyone up.

To reach the venue from your hotel accommodation, the options are:
1. To download the UBER app, and book a UBER ftrip to the University of Moratuwa, Katubedda.
2. To download the PICK ME app, and book a PICK ME trip to the University of Moratuwa,
3. To walk up to the main road (called Galle Road) and take a ‘Three wheeler’ also referred to as
a ‘Tuk Tuk’. They are not expensive.
4. For those who are staying at Berjaya Hotel, please be at the Foyer by 3.30 PM on 27t
and 7.30 AM on 28th and 29th, A coach will pick you up and take you to the University.
